The roaster (pictured right) is con-
structed of concrete blocks stacked
4 blocks long, 2 block wide, and 4
blocks high. Heavy duty aluminum
foil is used to line the inside of the
roaster. The aluminum foil helps to
distribute the heat more evenly.

The pig is split down the backbone,

but not through the skin, and is

splayed flat. The splayed pig is

pl aced in a oholder
top and bottom section and laid

onto the roaster. Layers of heavy

duty aluminum foil are then placed

over the pig to hold in the heat dur-

ing cooking.
